CITIZEN'S REMARKS:  
Kaitlyn Lewis, Secretary to discuss the solar panel grant opportunity.  The Grant is a 50% match.  Cost projection were given for the Municipal Building and the Borough Garage.  Discussions were raised about upkept, longevity, and maintenance to panels, as well as maintenance of the roof once the panels are in place.  Council noted they are interested but would like to possibly try it on a smaller scale first to see how well it performs.  Suggestions were made to try it on the Recreation Building.  Figures will be presented at the February Meeting on the cost for the project at the Rec Building.

Being the police is a 24 hour operation, should the officer on patrol have a hard time making it back to the Municipal Building, they are permitted to call the street crew out to take care of roads.  Once the crew is dispatched they will salt all the hills in the Borough, level areas will not be salted.
