REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

April 9, 2018
Council President Clentin Martin called the meeting to order at 630 P.M.
All those present repeated the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

CITIZEN'S REMARKS:  Citizens present: Nadine Rosensteel, Mrs. Rosensteel, Bobbi Jo Cole
Nadine and Bobbi Jo asked questions regarding the notification of the public when a police situation is occurring.  Mayor Fajt and Chief Fanchalsky addressed their concerns about information that can and can not be given out.  Nadine and Bobbi Jo also expressed concerns over the halfway house again.  They asked how the house came to be, Mr. Martin addressed their question by explaining the original process when they moved in.  Concerns were addressed as to the parking requirements for the building.  Mr. Fajt asked Mr. Rosensteel to address the citizens’ concerns.  Mr. Rosensteel feels council should do more to address the public safety concerns of residents, in regard to the Hallway house and how it operates, as well as how council informs the citizens of safety concerns in general.  Mayor Fajt. Mr. Rosensteel, and Chief Fanchalsky discussed the use of social media in informing citizens and suggested checking with Solicitor Kansler on the legalities of such platforms.
Mr. Regola opened the 2018 Paving Project Bid Packages.  6 companies bid the project.
